?Could you describe how you began to farm?

Winery Kosík is located in a yet unfinished area in the town Tvrdonice near Břeclav. I remember my starts very clearly. First I helped my parents in their vineyard and in the fields where we grew vegetables. The local farmer’s cooperative confiscated our fields and winery in 1958 though and I worked in the cooperative from 1963 till 1990. My path of an enterpriser started exactly on January 15th 1990 when my family retrieved 6 hectares of fields (and later, in 1995, the vineyard too).    

I had 90 hectares already in 1991 (I grew mostly vegetables, tomatoes, sugar beet, corn, wheat and sunflower) and I began to plant in the vineyards – 8 hectares in 1995 and 16 additional hectares in the next year.  
?However, today you don’t farm on 90 hectares, why?

We decided to specialize in winegrowing and also to build a wine room and a family hotel near the farm. That is why we only farm on 34 hectares today (we grow parsley, wheat, corn and sunflower) and we also own 16 hectares of vineyards where we grow 12 pure varieties. All our wine comes from our own production. Awards from the international exhibition in Znojmo (2nd place in Chardonnay), Zlín and Dubňany (1st places) also prove the high quality of our wine.
?What are your plans for the future?

We have a couple improvements in mind for the future – e.g. new façades, a swimming pool and a pétanque for the hotel visitors, however, our main goal is to produce good wine. We would still like to extend our vineyards. We buy new machines every year. And as for me personally, I am now waiting for the results of the discussion about early retirement and then I will pass the farm on my son.
